1. Minutes

1.1 Minutes of the previous meeting in April 2008 were approved.

2.1 Website:

2.5 Anzac Day
COL Jelly reported on Anzac Day in Adelaide and stated that he was disappointed with the ABC commentary given the provision of information through the RSL to assist the commentators. The group under the Banner is slowly increasing. The military service of 3 HSB was poorly described.

COL Perks described his experiences in Sydney on Anzac Day and especially on being confronted by a soldier of his unit he believed died as result of injuries in Vietnam.

It was thought advice might be sought from WGCOMD P Summers re future commentary.

Chair tabled correspondence from Frank Pownall about a proposal that he was pursuing to have stretcher bearers recognized by way of a sculpture. A photo from WWI showing four stretcher bearers with stretcher on which was a casualty and carried on their shoulders demonstrated the type of concept. He had sought the support of COL Perks as Representative Honorary COL to further this proposal. Preliminary discussion with others has occurred.
