2. Business and actions arising from Minutes

2.1 Army Museum of South Australia Foundation (AMOSA) affiliation  


2.1.1 Signing of the memorandum

Signed by COL Perks and COL Summers and returned to AMOSA by 
COL Summers at the next AMOSAF Board meeting.


2.1.2 Additional cheque signatory to sub-account


The Board of AMOSA was reluctant to have an additional signatory to 
the account and suggested for audit trail purposes that we complete an 
authorisation form (tabled) when requesting cheques to be written 
from our sub-account.  This was agreed to by the committee as an 
appropriate process for our treasurer to follow.  The authorisation form 
is to be signed by the Treasurer LTCOL Kuusk with either the Chair 
COL Perks or the Secretary COL Summers.

2.3 Freedom of the city scroll

One framed Freedom of the City Scroll has been presented to AMOSA by LTCOL Kuusk. LTCOL Kuusk has not yet been able to contact Neil Davey, curator of the museum at Bandiana to discuss sending the second scroll.  He is reluctant to send the scroll until he has spoken to Neil prior to sending.  LTCOL Kuusk informed the committee that it may not be on permanent display but is likely to be rotated with other RAAMC artefacts. 
The third scroll was taken to 3HSB and the RSM and AO are looking for an appropriate time for it to be presented to the unit where it will be placed in the Vivian Bullwinkle Club.

COL 


Summers offered to ring on COL Beard’s behalf to make the inquiry 

and request.



COL Beard also tabled a paper of the Eulogy given by Colin Gunner 

for Douglas Leslie.  As these were Victorian RAAMC officers it was 

suggested by the chair that we pass the paper on to the RAAMC 


Honorary Colonel for Victoria when he takes up office next year.



COL Beard also suggested that the family of COL Barb Dwyer may be 

worth contacting and COL Jelly agreed to do so.
